The U.S. Naval War College began educat-
ing leaders in 1884 as a small institution 
primarily offering summer courses. 
The first class in 1885 had just nine 
students.

The school is now the oldest institution 
of its kind in the world, boasting more 
than 50,000 graduates. The College 
counts among its alumni nearly 300 of 
today’s active-duty Admirals, Generals, and 
Senior Executive Service Leaders.
