Naval War College is a regionally accredited,
graduate-level institution offering master’s degrees
in National Security and Strategic Studies, and

in Defense and Strategic Studies to U.S. military
members and federal government officials.
International graduates receive a Naval War College
diploma.

The college offers courses for both intermediate and
senior level professionals as well as several distance
education options for students around the world.

The school has a world-class faculty of more than 300
educators, approximately 200 civilians and more than
100 active-duty military officers.

About 600 students graduate each year from
in-residence programs, and more than 1,000 from
distance education programs.
