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Introduction

Russia has made broad claims of sovereign control over the Northern Sea Route (NSR).
In part, these claims argue that the narrowest part of the NSR’s straits (the Kara Gate, Vilkitsky
Strait, Sannikov Strait, and Dmitry Laptev Strait) are internal waters. Russia’s claim that the
NSR covers internal waters has led to a dispute with the United States and the European Union,
which consider the route to be in international waters and therefore not subject to national laws.

Based on these broad claims, Russia is attempting to assert control over the transit rights
of foreign ships through the NSR. The domestic legal mechanism by which it seeks to do so is
federal law N 155-Z On Internal Sea Waters, Territorial Sea and Contiguous Zone of the
Russian Federation, originally adopted in 1998. The law defines the boundaries of the internal
waters and territorial seas of the Russian Federation, outlines the rules and regulations for
navigation, port-calls, and foreign vessels in Russian-claimed internal waters. Finally, the law
also lays the domestic legal basis for scientific research, development of natural resources, and
protection and conservation of the marine environment in Russian territorial waters.

In 2022, at the request of the Ministry of Defense, the Russian Federation twice amended
articles relevant to navigation in the waters of the Northern Sea Route included in this law. The
first set of amendments was signed by President Putin on June 28, 2022. It amends Article 14.2
of the law and stipulates that foreign-flagged ships sailing in the internal sea waters
of the Russian Federation must comply with legislation of the Russian Federation, navigation
rules in the internal sea waters, and mobile and satellite communication regulations established
by the Russian Federation.

The second set of amendments, signed by Putin on December 5, 2022, is more expansive.
It adds an Article 14.3 on “Entry of foreign warships and other state-owned non-commercial
vessels into Russian-claimed internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route.” Among other
measures, this addition mandates a 90-day notice of transit, Russian pilotage, and limitations on
the number of such vessels in these waters. The amendments also expand Article 19 of the law to
make non-naval “state-owned non-commercial vessels” subject to the law’s enforcement.

The translation that follows is the text of the amendments to the relevant sections of the
federal law of 31 July 1998 N 155-FZ On Internal Sea Waters, Territorial Sea and Contiguous
Zone of the Russian Federation. The text of the 2022 amendments is in bold text and
underlined. We indicate the date of individual amendments in footnotes. This is not an official
translation and is presented here for educational purposes. It has been lightly edited for
readability.

Federal Law of 31 July 1998 N 155-FZ
On Internal Sea Waters, Territorial Sea, and Contiguous Zone of the Russian Federation

Complete Text of the Articles with Amendments (in bold text and underlined) approved and
signed into law by President Putin on 28 June 2022 and 05 December 2022

Article 12. The right of innocent passage of foreign vessels, foreign warships and other state-owned
vessels through territorial seas

1. Foreign vessels, foreign warships and other state-owned vessels enjoy the right of
innocent passage through territorial seas in conformity with this federal law, generally accepted
regulations and norms of international law and international treaties of the Russian Federation.

2. To ensure the security of the Russian Federation, as well as for the purpose of conducting
exercises with weapons of any kind, the federal executive authority for defense or the federal
executive authority for security may temporarily suspend the right of innocent passage through
territorial seas, in certain areas of the territorial seas, for foreign vessels, foreign warships and other
state-owned vessels. Such suspension shall take effect upon advance notice of such suspension in
“Notices to Mariners” or after the transmission of a navigational warning.!

Article 14. Navigation in the water space of the Northern Sea Route
Federal law On Internal Sea Waters, Territorial Sea and Contiguous Zone of the Russian
Federation dated July 31, 1998 N 155-FZ Article 14

Article 14. Navigation in the water space of the Northern Sea Route

Navigation in the water space of the Northern Sea Route, the historically established
national transportation lane of communication of the Russian Federation, takes place in conformity
with the generally accepted regulations and norms of international law, international treaties of the
Russian Federation, this federal law, other federal laws and regulatory legal acts issued in
agreement with the laws.

Article 14.1. Navigation and anchoring of foreign recreational and sports sailing vessels in internal
sea waters and in territorial seas

After transit through border, customs, and other types of state control (inspection) at the
Russian Federation State Border checkpoints, foreign recreational and sports sailing vessels may
navigate and anchor in the internal sea waters and in the territorial sea outside the Russian
Federation State Border checkpoint, except in the areas prohibited for navigation and temporarily
dangerous for navigation. The transit is subject to mandatory notification of the border agency of
the Federal Security Service of the time such vessels entering the checkpoint across the State
Border of the Russian Federation and the intended navigation areas and (or) mooring areas in
conformity with the procedure established by the legislation of the Russian Federation.

Avrticle 14.2. Navigation of vessels under the flag of a foreign state in the internal sea waters and in
the territorial sea

Federal law On Internal Sea Waters, Territorial Sea and Contiguous Zone of the Russian
Federation dated 31.07.1998 N 155-FZ Article 14.2 (as amended on 28.06.2022 in accordance
with federal law N 194-FZ On Amendments to Article 14.2 of Federal Law On Internal Sea
Waters, Territorial Sea, and Contiguous Zone of the Russian Federation and to the Russian
Federation Merchant Shipping Code)

1. Vessels under the flag of a foreign state transporting passengers-tourists who are visiting
one or more ports and (or) specific destinations according to its itinerary, without boarding or
disembarking other passengers, unloading or loading cargo, except for loading supplies in ports
(hereinafter - a foreign tourist vessel), after transiting through border, customs and other types of
state control (inspection) at the Russian Federation State Border checkpoint, may navigate in the
internal sea waters and in the territorial seas of the Russian Federation between ports that are open
to vessels under the flag of a foreign state, with the exception of areas prohibited for navigation and
temporarily dangerous for navigation.

2. After transit through border, customs, and other types of state control (inspection) at the
Russian Federation the State Border checkpoints, foreign tourist vessels may navigate between
ports and (or) specific destinations, with the exception of areas prohibited for navigation and
temporarily dangerous for navigation, if they have a permit to conduct tourist activities employing
foreign tourist vessels issued by the federal executive authority who is responsible for rendering
state services in the tourism sector, in accordance with the procedure, established by the
Government of the Russian Federation in conformity with international treaties and the legislation
of the Russian Federation.

3. The procedure for obtaining a permit to conduct tourist activities employing foreign
tourist vessels contains rules for submission and consideration of a request, reasons for the denial of
issuing this permit, changes in requirements for conducting tourist activities employing foreign
tourist vessels, and termination of the issued permit.

4. The entry of foreign tourist vessels into the areas of the internal sea waters and territorial
seas of the Russian Federation adjacent to the territories of the constituent entities of the Russian
Federation within the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation and (or) the Far Eastern Federal
District, having the permit defined in section 2 of this Article, is allowed only in ports and (or)
specific destinations on the list approved by the Government of the Russian Federation.



The list, as implied in the first paragraph of this article, must specify the ports and (or) specific
destination where foreign tourist vessels are allowed to embark and disembark passengers-tourists.

5. The rules of navigation in the internal sea waters of the Russian Federation of
vessels flying the flags of foreign States, including under the circumstances specified in section
14.1 of this federal law and this Article, are established by the Government of the Russian
Federation taking into account the security and defense of the state and ensuring preservation
and conservation of the marine environment.

Vessels flying the flags of foreign States when navigating in internal sea waters under
the circumstances included in the legislation of the Russian Federation, must comply with the
legislation of the Russian Federation and the rules of navigation in internal sea waters of the
Russian Federation.?

Article 14.3. Entry of foreign warships and other state-owned non-commercial vessels
into the internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route?

1. Foreign warships and other state-owned non-commercial vessels may enter the
internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route water space without intent of port call, entering
naval installation or warships’ basing with a permission requested through diplomatic
channels no later than 90 days before expected entry.

Entry of foreign warships and other state-owned non-commercial vessels into the
internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route without intent of port call, entering naval
installation, or warships’ basing must be executed in accordance with the established route
and other parameters and requirements for the passage of vessels (including a mandatory
pilotage requirement) specified in the permit described in the first paragraph of this Article.

The type of request for obtaining a permission stated in paragraph one of this Article,
conditions and procedure for its issuance, procedure for adopting a special resolution of the
Government of the Russian Federation, stated in section 3 of this Article, shall be determined
by the Government of the Russian Federation and are published in the “Notices to Mariners”.

2. Foreign warships and other state-owned non-commercial vessels, when entering the
internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route without intent of port call, entering naval

installation or warships’ basing must comply with the legislation of the Russian Federation
and the rules regarding:

safety of navigation and vessel traffic control, including sailing within of sea corridors
and traffic separation scheme;

protection of navigation aids and equipment, as well as other structures or
installations;

protection of underwater cables and pipelines;

conservation of aguatic biological resources:

environmental protection;

marine scientific research and hydrographic surveys:

prevention of violations at borders, customs, tax (fiscal), sanitary, immigration,
veterinary, phytosanitary, navigation and other rules established by the federal laws and
other requlatory legal acts of the Russian Federation.

3. No more than one foreign warship or other state-owned non-commercial vessel,
unless otherwise stated in a special resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation,
may be present in the internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route without intent of port
call, entering naval installation or warships’ basing.

4. Under an entry into the internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route without intent
of port call, entering naval installation or warships’ basing, foreign submarines and other
underwater vehicles must navigate on the surface and show their state flag.

5. Foreign nuclear-powered warships and other state-owned non-commercial, as well
as foreign vessels carrying nuclear or other inherently dangerous or noxious substances,
under an entry into internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route without intent of port call,
entering naval installation or warships’ basing, must carry the required documents on board,
observe special precautionary measures_established for such vessels by international treaties
of the Russian Federation, and follow the established route specified in the permit, stated in
section 1 of this Article.

6. To ensure the security of the Russian Federation, the defense federal executive
authority and the security federal executive authority may suspend the entry of foreign
warships and other state-owned non-commercial vessels into internal sea waters of the
Northern Sea Route water space for a specified period. This suspension shall take effect after
the notification of such in the navigational warning.

If a foreign warship or other state-owned non-commercial vessel has already entered
the internal sea waters of the Northern Sea Route water space, the information about further
movements of this foreign warship or other state-owned non-commercial vessel is transmitted
in the navigational warning.




Article 19. Actions of federal executive authorities against foreign warships and other state-owned
non-commercial vessels? violating the legislation of the Russian Federation in the territorial sea, in
internal sea waters and in seaports

1. In the event when any foreign warship or other state-owned non-commercial vessel
does not comply with the legislation of the Russian Federation concerning passage through the
territorial sea or presence in the internal sea waters, in seaports, and disregards any request for
compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation, officials of the federal executive
authority for security, the federal executive authority for defense, the federal executive authority for
internal affairs, and the federal executive authority for environmental protection may require a
foreign warship or other state-owned non-commercial vessel to immediately leave the territorial
sea, internal sea waters and seaport.

2. All disputes between the officials of federal executive authorities listed in section 1 of this
Avrticle and the commander of a foreign warship or the captain of other state-owned non-
commercial vessel® in peacetime that are not resolved on the spot shall be resolved exclusively by
diplomatic means.

3. When a foreign warship or other state-owned non-commercial vessel employ weapons
against the Russian Federation, its ships, vessels, aircraft, or citizens of the Russian Federation,
retaliatory measures to repel an attack are carried out in accordance with the Law of the Russian
Federation "On the State Border of the Russian Federation™ and the Charter of the United Nations.
